	


	Capstone I: An Interactive Slide Show of Famous People

Curriculum Topic(s): Famous People

Exhibit Description:
In this exhibit, I created an interactive slide show of famous people whose contributions improved the lives of other Americans for second grade students using PowerPoint. The social science/history SOLs addressed in this exhibit were K.1a, 1.2 b, and/or 2.11a. The interactive slide show included the following people: George Washington, Abraham Lincoln, Susan B. Anthony, Helen Keller, Jackie Robinson, Martin Luther King, Jr. NetTrekker was used to locate pictures, videos, and other information related to this exhibit. Hyperlinks in the slides provided the teacher and students with easy access to the appropriate information found using NetTrekker. Microsoft Word was used to type activity sheets. An online assessment was hyperlinked for the students to take after viewing the slide show. 
This interactive slide show can be used with a Smart Board. It can also be set up to be used in a literacy center. 
Camp Allen Elementary School is located on Camp Allen Marine Corp Base in Norfolk, Virginia. The school’s current enrollment is 612 students. Camp Allen serves military families as well as students from other schools. 
Camp Allen offers the following programs in Pre-Kindergarten through fifth grades: general education, remedial, special education, talented and gifted. These programs have access to a computer lab housing twenty-five desktop computers, a media center with a Smart Board, and seven desktop computers, and 3-5 computers in each classroom. 

Time Frame: 2 weeks

Rationale for Technology:
Many teachers search the internet for lessons. Several of these lessons are developed with national or other state standards. This exhibit illustrated specific technology skills teachers need to create a second grade social science Virginia SOL specific computer enhanced lesson. 
This interactive slideshow created by the teacher using PowerPoint, engaged students in the learning process. It eliminated the lecture like lesson, typically used when teaching this topic, and replaced it with a learning experience full of videos, hyperlinks, graphics and pictures. The teacher integrated this exhibit into a whole group lesson; then placed it in a literacy center for the students to view independently or in small groups. 
Upper elementary students tend not to be prepared for computer enhanced lessons because the prior experience is not provided in the lower grades. This exhibit provided lower elementary teachers with the skills they need to provide their students with that prior knowledge and at the same time make learning fun. 

Student Learning:
The students truly enjoyed interacting with the slideshow. It put learning into their hands and provided them with a means to control what they learned and how much at one time they needed to learn. The December Test for Higher Standards results showed the students scored 43.8% as a grade level on the famous person SOL. Hopefully, after they take the exam in the spring the scores will increase as a result of this slideshow.

Evidence of Standards 

ISTE Standard IA
Teachers demonstrate introductory knowledge, skills, and understanding of concepts related to technology (as described in the ISTE National Education Technology Standards for Students).
In order for me to complete this exhibit, I had to use the following computer applications: Excel, PowerPoint, and Microsoft Word. The internet was used to obtain videos and pictures from NetTrekker which were inserted into PowerPoint. The internet was also used to access the following websites: Quizstar to create an online assessment and Rubistar to create a technology rubric. The Rubistar rubric was uploaded into Excel which allowed teachers to save the information for future reference. The PowerPoint slides were hyperlinked so students could only access one famous person at a time. Sound was recorded in the slideshow (audio version of text for low readers) and indicated by a specific icon. 
I have completed the requirements for the Technology Standards, which is the state of Virginia's list of technology standards for teachers. I have included a copy of my certificate. I am currently the instructional technology resource teacher for two schools in Norfolk, VA. I have also included a sample lesson plan format that I use and share with classroom teachers.

This is a sample lesson plan format I use when I am demonstrating a lesson. The boxes expand as I type. I cut and paste the NETS standards for teachers and students into the appropriate boxes. 

ISTE Standard IB
Teachers demonstrate continual growth in technology knowledge and skills to stay abreast of current and emerging technologies.
Technology is forever changing requiring me to be a life-long learner. Before beginning this exhibit I had to decide whether to use PowerPoint or Movie Maker. I attended a Movie Maker workshop at the VSTE Conference in February. This session showed me how to create various projects that kept students engaged in the learning process. After this I created two different Movie Maker projects for third and fifth grade. Since Movie Maker does not allow students to hyperlink to other areas, I decided to use PowerPoint in this exhibit. In November, 2006, I enrolled in Designing Technology Infused Project - Based Learning Experiences at WHRO in Norfolk. This course introduced me to terminology, technologies and resources associated with PBL. I learned how PBL can be used to support student learning.

This certificate confirms my attendance at the Virginia Technology Conference and authenticates my desire to be a life-long learner.

Teachers design developmentally appropriate learning opportunities that apply technology-enhanced instructional strategies to support the diverse needs of learners.
Second grade students are beginning to make the distinction between abstract and concrete objects. This exhibit allowed students to participate in their learning while providing them with a means for visual/kinesthetic learners to interact with a slideshow. The auditory learner was able to hear some text read to them by clicking on the sound icon. 

Slideshow of Famous People

Teachers apply current research on teaching and learning with technology when planning learning environments and experiences.
Norfolk Public Schools encourages teachers to use Robert Marzano's instructional strategies. I have trained teachers on a few of his strategies and incorporate these strategies into my demonstration lessons. His strategies help teachers address the diverse needs of all students. These strategies are incorporated into this exhibit. 

Instructional strategies aligned with technology
This site provides teachers with an explanation of Robert Marzano's instructional strategies and how to align them with technology tools.

Teachers identify and locate technology resources and evaluate them for accuracy and suitability.
Prior to using an item in this exhibit, I've had to take the time to review several things. Unitedstreaming has several videos on different famous people. It took a day to locate specific clips that relate to Virginia's Standards of Learning. Earlier in this exhibit I addressed the desire to use PowerPoint over Movie Maker. I located a lot of information on NetTrekker. It is a large educational search engine designed for teachers, students and parents. This made it easier to locate appropriate information for this exhibit. I looked for videos and websites that would interest second grade students. I wanted the vocabulary to be targeted toward that grade level. I also selected the videos and pictures based their appropriateness. The Virginia Standards of Learning (SOLs) are very specific and I wanted the information in this slideshow to address the specifics of the Virginia SOLs. NetTrekker's database made it easier for me to find the appropriate information for this slideshow.

NetTrekker is a large educational search engine. Norfolk Public Schools has purchased the license so staff, students and parents can access information. 

ISTE Standard IIE
Teachers plan strategies to manage student learning in a technology-enhanced environment.
Students had knowledge of basic computer use prior to the second grade. The teacher introduced the slideshow to the students before they interacted with it independently. This was done as a lesson using the LCD projector and a laptop. The lesson allowed the teacher to introduce the famous people, while at the same time, demonstrate how to use the activity. The students were able to view how to hyperlink through the slideshow without the teacher teaching the skill directly. After this the slideshow was placed on standalone computers for students to access during center activities. This allowed students who were absent to the view the activity and complete the graphic organizer. Since most students did not know how to access PowerPoint, the teacher had the slideshow ready for them to view prior to use. Also, each class had one student assigned as the TECH student. The TECH students helped other students with technology questions.

ISTE Standard IIIA
Teachers facilitate technology-enhanced experiences that address content standards and student technology standards.
The student technology standards addressed in this exhibit come from the NETs website. I reviewed the Profile for Technology Literate Students PK-2. The curriculum objective addressed in this exhibit is a Virginia Standards of Learning Social Science/History second grade objective. All state standards must be a part of curriculum guides developed by local school divisions. 

Profile for Technology Literate Students PK-2
This document outlines specific NETs technology standards students need to know by the end of second grade. I incorporated these standards since this exhibit is for second grade students. 

Second Grade VA SOL
ISTE Standard IIIB
Teachers use technology to support learner-centered strategies that address the diverse needs of students.
The slideshow includes a face icon located on each slide for students who need the text read to them. The text will be black and in a font large enough but not too big for students to view. The audio (face) icons are available for the auditory student since the visual/kinesthetic needs have been met. 

Slideshow of Famous People
ISTE Standard IIID
Teachers manage student learning activities in a technology-enhanced environment.
As the Instructional Technology Resource Teacher, I presented this demonstrated lesson to a class of 18 second grade students and one teacher. The students were very fascinated with my laptop and multimedia projector. As I began the lesson with my anticipatory set, I knew I wasn’t going to have any problems with behavior because they were amazed with the technology. Their eyes were glued to the projection screen. Using the remote control to advance the slides provided me with the ability to monitor the students by walking around the room.

Teachers apply technology in assessing student learning of subject matter using a variety of assessment techniques.
Students took a test using Quizstar. It is hyperlinked into the slideshow at the very end. The students completed a graphic organizer after the first viewing of the slideshow. The first viewing gave the students the opportunity to see the slideshow in its entirety prior to completing any assignments. The second viewing was used to give the students time to complete the graphic organizer.

The online assessment provided me with immediate feedback. This allowed me to assign students to specific sections in the slideshow for them to review. Based on this assessment students were assigned the task to locate information in the media center to take home and review.

Teachers apply multiple methods of evaluation to determine students' appropriate use of technology resources for learning, communication, and productivity.
An observation checklist was developed for the teacher to complete. This was used to assess the students' knowledge of technology. It helped the teacher determine if the students needed additional technology training in order to complete other technology related lessons. 

Observation Rubric
This is the observation rubric I used with the students. I recreated the rubric in RubiStar. I then downloaded the rubric into an Excel document. The performance indicators are from the NETS-S Profiles for Technology Literate Students PreK-2. 

ISTE Standard VA
Teachers use technology resources to engage in ongoing professional development and lifelong learning.
As a graduate student at The George Washington University, I used email to communicate with my instructors. Blackboard was used to view assignments and to upload research papers. The GWU website allowed me to access the library’s online service which I used to locate information for my research papers. I also used ERIC and THOMSON Gale. I continue to use these sites to locate information about topics of interest. The WHRO class provided me with the opportunity to participate in my first online course. This class taught me how to participate in online discussions and upload artifacts for the instructor to view later. This Capstone I course has further developed my skills as an online learner. NetTrekker was used to locate information I could use to create curriculum based lessons and activities for students. Students were encouraged to access this site (NetTrekker) for information to help them become lifelong learners.

ISTE Standard VB
Teachers continually evaluate and reflect on professional practice to make informed decisions regarding the use of technology in support of student learning.
I always hear from teachers the following statement: “my students are not getting the information. I’ve tried everything.” Based on my observations, they didn’t use technology. I met with a fifth grade teacher about a few skills her students were having difficulty retaining. She was frustrated with trying to get the students to understand historical documents. She stated she tried everything. After a few minutes, I realized she never used technology to teach this skill, so I created a lesson for her to use. I also located copies of the actual documents for her to copy and share with her students. 

Important Historical Documents
This is a PowerPoint I created and used with a fifth grade classroom. I demonstrated how to use technology to teach a difficult topic. 

ISTE Standard VIA
Teachers model and teach legal and ethical practice related to technology use.
While working with students, I modeled how to use the mouse to navigate the slideshow. I demonstrated how to click once, not several times to accomplish the ability to hyperlink. I demonstrated how to point to the monitor (laptop) screen without touching it. The URLS associated with pictures and videos were edited to prevent the students from accessing the internet. Since students have to log into the internet, disabling the hyperlinks prevented them from losing interest in the slideshow. Login into the internet is a separate skill that is not being addressed with this slideshow. I reviewed the acceptable use procedures with the students at the beginning of the school year. The students were praised while using the computers, and for demonstrating correct use of the mouse. 

Acceptable Use PowerPoint
I created this PowerPoint and used it at the beginning of the year to discuss the district's acceptable use policy. It is used with the student "Code of Conduct" handbook. Students are issued a card once the AUP form is signed by a parent. 

ISTE Standard VIB
Teachers apply technology resources to enable and empower learners with diverse backgrounds, characteristics, and abilities.
Students are successful with learning when they feel empowered. This slideshow allows the students to control the information. They can click on the arrow to forward each slide. Each picture is hyperlinked to slides containing specific information. This allows the students to randomly select who they want to learn about. Since students can randomly select a famous person, a slide was created after each section about a famous person that took the students to the quiz if they finished, or back to the main screen. Audio was added to provide the slower learners an opportunity to hear the text if they were unable to read the text. Pictures and videos were selected not only to provide information, but to provide second language learners with another means to acquire knowledge. 

Slideshow of Famous People
ISTE Standard VIC
Teachers identify and use technology resources that affirm diversity.
The famous people addressed in this exhibit are from diverse backgrounds. There are two white males whose political beliefs helped shape this country. There are two African American males whose social beliefs helped change the way this country views minorities. A woman whose political and economic beliefs helped promote women's rights. Finally, a disabled woman whose strong convictions helped this country recognize the rights of the disabled.

ISTE Standard VID
Teachers promote safe and healthy use of technology resources.
There are twenty five computers in the computer lab at Camp Allen. The computers are placed three per table. Each table is set at an appropriate height for the students. The high back chairs help all students to sit properly. The computers in each classroom are located on computer tables that roll and have a separate tray for the keyboard (allowing easy and comfortable access for the students). The classrooms have adjustable height computer chairs on wheels. Since wheeled chairs can be a hazard in the classroom, teachers have to closely monitor their use. One table in the computer lab is at a height that is wheel chair accessible. Assistive technology devices were not needed at this time. The current special needs students were able to access and use the technology without special instruction or equipment. 

ISTE Standard VIE
Teachers facilitate equitable access to technology resources for all students.
I assigned teachers a time slot one day per week to take their students to the lab. Thursdays are left open to allow teachers to sign their class up for one additional day during the week (this allows two day projects to be completed within a week). Teachers assign students to a computer rotation schedule in the classrooms.
