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Q: When do we have to let you know whether we can definitely
attend or not?

A: April 24. But please think this through prior to applying. We have a
short time period to process applications, receive confirmations and contact
folks on the waiting list if necessary. If you are applying for the institute, we
will assume you will attend if accepted.

Q: How much does the institute cost?

A: There is no registration fee, but STAR Discovery Educators are
responsible for travel costs to and from the national institute. The Discovery
Educator Network will pay for lodging and meals.

Q: The DEN is paying for lodging. So, do I get my own room?

A: We will be staying in dorm-style accommodations. We have secured full
use of the dorms so it will only be our group in separate male and female
dorms.
