For this activity, I'm using the book, Writing Warmups.

I went to Teacher Center and selected 'Create a Writing Prompt', then 'Create New'.

"Sure I wanted to see the world, but…" is the prompt I chose from my book.

Step 1: Tell your browser to 'Allow Popup Windows' from the site.

I saved to my already created 'Writing Prompts' folder. 

(I discovered it doesn't care for Microsoft Word's ellipsis when it decides to name the prompt. The ellipsis was translated as: %u226, so just type three periods if you're into open-ended writing prompts.)

Step 2: I selected a photo of the space shuttle lifting off.

Step 3: I selected, 'Add to my writing prompt.'

Then I selected the page orientation and border.

I customized the text. (I just raised the font size to 32.)

Step 4: In preview mode, I printed out the prompt and printed it to Microsoft Word. (both options are provided)

Step 5: In Summary mode, I'm given another look at the prompt
