Closed Captions for Mac Computers in United Streaming

1. When searching for a video title, select Advanced Search and check the box for Include only Closed Captioned Titles.

2. Once you have selected your search criteria (keyword, subject, grade, etc.) a list of videos will appear.  Choose the video you would like to play.

3. Choose Enable Closed Captioning, and Windows Media in the Media Settings window below your video screen
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4.  Download the CC file of the clip you wish to play by Right or Control clicking on the CC icon.
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5.  When prompted, choose Save to Disk and click OK.
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6.  Change the Media Settings for the video to QuickTime.
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7.  Download the .mov file of the clip you wish to play by Right or Control clicking  on the video icon.  You should also select to Save to Disk for this file.
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8. Once you have downloaded both files, put them in a folder on your desktop.
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9. To play your video with closed captions, you will need an application called VLC.  It is free.  You can download VLC at http://www.videolan.org/vlc/
10. Open VLC and select Open File… from the File menu.

11. Check Load subtitles file: and click Settings…
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12.  Browse to the .smi file in the folder you created on your desktop, then click OK.
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12. Browse to your .mov file in your folder you created on your desktop by clicking the Browse… icon, then click OK.
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13. The video should begin playing with closed captions.
