Instructions for Animoto
Step 1:  Log into www.animoto.com using the given username and password.

Step 2:  Click Create Video in upper left hand corner and select Full Length.
Step 3:  Select UPLOAD from your computer.
Step 4:  Select UPLOAD NOW.  Then go to the Problem Solving Animoto folder you created to save your images.  Hold the CTRL button and left click on the images you want to use in your animoto presentation.  Select 5 images to upload.  Click OPEN.  Your images will appear in the middle of your screen once they are finished loading.  Click ADD MORE below your collection to upload another 5 images and follow the same steps.  (You should use a total of 10 images in your presentation.) 
Step 5:  You will now insert text into your presentation.  Click on the picture in your collection where you want the text to display.  Below the collection of pictures you’ll see options – add more- text- spotlight.  Click on ADD TEXT.   You can do this for whatever pictures you want.  Be sure to explain area, perimeter, and your shape within the presentation.  If you choose to SPOTLIGHT a picture it will give special attention to that image in the presentation. Again, click on the photo you want to SPOTLIGHT and click SPOTLIGHT.  

Step 6:  Click CONTINUE.  You will now get your music.  Choose “SELECT FROM OUR COLLECTION.”  You will then see a list of different categories of music and different songs.  Click on play to explore these to find one that you like.  When you find one, click select.  Click SAVE & CONTINUE.

Step 7:  The screen you see now allows you to give your presentation a title and a video description.  Toward the bottom you will see a green box.  This will be the cover unless you select one of your images to display as your cover.  Click the blue words to see your images and select a cover if you don’t want the green box.  When you’re ready click CREATE VIDEO.  This will take a while and may not even be done before the end of class.  You will be able to see your video the next day and share them with classmates.  Every video will be emailed to a teacher account so I will get to see your work and your finished product.  I can’t wait to see what you’ve done!
