“Landscaper’s Challenge 2009”
Mrs. Johnson’s Problem Solving Class
Project Outline and Guidelines
GOAL:  To create a landscape design plan for the Sayreville Middle School using area, volume, units of measurement, scale drawing, cost analysis, number sense, and numeration.

Phase 1: 

· Brainstorm!  You will be renovating the landscape of the property that the Middle School occupies.  Review the plan sent by Mr. McKeon.  What does it include?  What does the plan show?  Your plan will be similar!  Y What do you want your school grounds to look like?

· Surf the Internet, explore, and research.  You will use a few days to list the items you’d like to include in your plan.  You will need the dimensions, (so you can draw it to scale on your plan), cost, and anything else that will help you.  For example, if you want to place an Olympic size swimming pool behind the school instead of the softball field, you would need to research the size and cost of putting it in.  Also, if you plan to incorporate trees, shrubs, or flower beds, you will have to measure out and determine how much of the area you’d like to donate to these materials.  Do you want to use Mulch or topsoil?  How much will you need and how much will it be?  Keep all of this information on the provided chart and be sure to keep it neat.  This will help you in creating your plan and final cost proposal.
Phase 2:

· Begin your plan.  You will begin by sketching a plan of what the grounds will look like upon completion of the project.  Where will the materials and items be placed?  You might want to begin by drawing the part of the school building you’ll be landscaping and then filling in the areas around it.  You will refer to the plan provided by Mr. McKeon for specific symbols, details, and guidelines as to how to draw the sketch.
· Draft your proposal.  Nothing in life is free!  You will use the chart where you recorded your item research and cost analysis to draft a proposal showing a final cost of the project.  This proposal should indicate the materials being used, size or amount required, cost per unit, and final cost of each item.  The grand total listed at the end will be the final cost of the new school landscape.

Phase 3:

· Final drafts!  You will hand in 4 things:  A final draft of the landscape design scale drawing and a final draft of the cost proposal.
